IS2 will use a conceptual approach in developing relationships among physics and earth/space sciences according to the Next Generation Science Standards (NGSS). Content will be developed through hands-on, minds-on laboratory activities utilizing technology as a tool for collecting and analyzing data and reporting experimental results.
